BUDGET MESSAGE
CITY OF LAFAYETTE
FISCAL YEAR 2007-08

The proposed budget for the City of Lafayette for fiscal year 2007-2008 was
prepared by the budget officer in accordance with the directions of the City
Council and in compliance with state law.

This budget is based on an estimated General Fund property tax levy of
$385,000 which is a 6.0% increase over the current year's levy. This estimate is
based on levying our full current permanent rate of $3.4857 per thousand.

This proposed budget includes total personal service costs of $557,445, a 1.7%
decrease from the 2006-07 adopted budget.

The total expenditures shown in this budget are $4,589,589, excluding transfers
in the amount of $1,235,692.

The major appropriations in this budget are related to finalizing the construction
of the new Wastewater Treatment Plant and the construction of the last two wells
in the Dayton well field. The cost of constructing well #2 will be ours alone and
the cost of well #5 will be spilit with the City of Dayton. Also proposed is the
purchase of a used dump truck for public works with money accumulated in the
Vehicle and Equipment Replacement Fund. The 14™ Street sidewalk project
construction costs will also come out of this budget.

The proposed budget contains funding for police services through Yamhill
County to provide an additional half-time deputy in addition to the current full time
deputy and part-time code enforcement officer. It also contains funding for
completion of our mandated Water Management and Conservation Plan and
finalizing our street and storm drain SDCs.

The forecast for all funds is positive and, for the first time in recent years, there
are unappropriated monies in several funds in the proposed budget for the
budget committee to allocate, if projects can be identified.

This proposed budget is presented on the cash basis of accounting, and is
balanced based on an estimate of revenues to be received.

HISTORY OF PERMANENT TAX RATE OF $3.4857

WHEN THE VOTERS OF OREGON APPROVED BALLOT MEASURES 47 & 50 SEVEN YEARS AGO, THE AMOUNTS
BEING LEVIED BY EACH ENTITY WERE CONVERTED TO A PERMANENT RATE WHICH CANNOT BE CHANGED.
IT IS MY UNDERSTANDING FROM REVIEWING OLD BUDGET DOCUMENTS THAT AT THAT TIME, THE CITY OF
LAFAYETTE HAD A VOTER APPROVED POLICE LEVY AND A PERMANENT “MILLAGE RATE' FOR FIRE
PROTECTION, BESIDES THEIR GENERAL TAX BASE. BASED ON THAT INFORMATION, AND A PREVAILING
SENTIMENT EXPRESSED BY NUMEROUS LONG TIME RESIDENTS, | HAVE CALCULATED THE FOLLOWING
BREAKDOWN OF LAFAYETTE’S PERMANENT RATE:

e GENERAL FUND - .5111 WHICH EQUATES TO 14.7% OR $ 56,600 ($ 48,775)
¢ LAW ENFORCEMENT - 1.4010 WHICH EQUATES TO 40.2% OR $ 154,600 ($190,126)
« FIRE - 1.5736 WHICH EQUATES TO 45.1% OR $ 173,800 ($146,099)

THERE IS NOTHING THAT MANDATES THAT THE GENERAL FUND TAX REVENUE BE ALLOCATED AS SHOWN
ABOVE, BUT THERE IS A STRONG BELIEF MY MANY IN THE COMMUNITY THAT IT BE REMEMBERED THAT
THESE PRIORITIES AT ONE TIME WERE VOTED IN BY THE RESIDENTS. THE NUMBERS SHOWN ABOVE IN
PARENTHESIS INDICATE THE AMOUNT OF THE ESTIMATED 2007-08 LEVY IS PROPOSED TO BE
APPROPRIATED IN THIS BUDGET. AS YOU CAN SEE, THIS BUDGET REFLECTS THE IMPORTANCE THAT WAS
PREVIOUSLY EXPRESSED BY THE CITIZENS FOR PUBLIC SAFETY.
